The diagrams present a picture of how we estimate each element of the Honors Program—a course, project, 
journal, etc.—contributes to a student achieving the PSLOs.
They also immediately afford us a look at how we currently believe we are providing paths for our students to 
achieve the PSLOs and make adjustments as we go in curriculum and course development.
They are, in effect, both active tools for curriculum building and “maps” that will now guide a methodical 
gathering student of artifacts so that we have a comprehensive view of students’ work and experiences.
With this we can be sure our assessment looks at all the necessary elements to confirm or deny our estimation 
that students are achieving our intended objectives by these elements in whole and in part. From this 
assessment, we then make adjustments as necessary.
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
