APPLICATION DEADLINES

Applicants must file by February 1, 2020 for the June exam and by August 8, 2020 for the December exam. 

QUALIFICATIONS

Applicants must be full-time undergraduate accounting and/or finance majors in their final year and in good standing, or full-time or part-time graduate students in good standing at the University of Rhode Island.  Student scholarships are only available to new LEVEL I candidates enrolling and registering for the first time.

REQUIRED MATERIALS

1. A completed application form

2. A copy of an official transcript
3. A copy of the statement of purpose: You may discuss your professional career plan and how a CFA charter would help you pursue your professional career. The statement of purpose must be three-page long at maximum.  If you need financial help, you may discuss it in the statement of purpose.

4. Two letters of recommendations from professors at the University of Rhode Island
5. The scholarship recipients are recommended to be enrolled in BUS 432X, Practice of Finance
THE EVALUATION PROCESS

Primary emphasis is placed on the quality of the course you have taken, your scholastic standings, other academic achievements, and the interview results.  Your purpose of statement and letters of recommendation are considered as well.  If you are selected by an initial review of your application materials submitted, you will be invited to an interview.  The scholarships will be awarded based on the applicants’ credentials and interview results.
