i. Curriculum & Online Accessibility

1. Pamela discussed the concern about ensuring that all courses have accessible materials – hoping to have support of faculty senate and AAUP – University is vulnerable to lawsuit 
ii. Parking and Transportation Advisory Sub-Committee (Steve Baker)
1. VHB meeting with PCPD – still in discovery phase, assessing inventory of parking

a. Preliminary findings: many parking lots are oversubscribed at peak times

b. Also assessing how faculty/staff get a disability pass – currently via HR

c. Anticipate more updates in April

2. When three upcoming projects for construction are underway will have additional limitations with parking, including the workers for construction (up to 400)
