A Gravel Wet Vegetated Treatment System is a type of bio and 2012.
retention pond. In Bristol, the system carries stormwater runoff
from the surrounding neighborhood (95 acres) to a sedimintation
basin that slows incoming stormwater to prevent erosion. Pipes
from this first basin then carry the water to a second basin or
chamber containing wetland vegetation, which removes pollutants
from the captured stormwater. Next, the stormwater passes
through 24 inches of crushed stone containing bacteria-feeding
microbes that further treat the water. Once through the crushed

stone the treated stormwater flows into a third basin or chamber e
to receive a final round of vegetative filtration. The filtered '

stormwater then empties into the surrounding wetland before it Seventy-two beach closure days
