The Robert J. Higgins
Welcome Center, our 11,000-

square-foot gateway to the University,

is named for a banking industry leader,
alumnus, and longtime URI supporter.
Visitors enjoy this immersive space that
includes a history wall highlighting alumni,
student life, and academic programs.

e Ranger Hall houses
the Harrington School of

Communication and Media,

where students learn in interactive
classrooms with access to the
latest digital media equipment and
software. It also features premier
studios, editing suites, and a career
center so students are well-prepared

to share their stories with the world.

Quinn Hall is home to the
e Graduate School, the College of
Health Sciences, and the Department
of Textiles, Fashion Merchandising and
Design. It also features a gallery of
historic textiles and costumes—20,000
items from around the world—

considered one of the best university

collections of its kind in the country.

The Memorial Student
o Union is the heart of campus
life and home to more than 300+ clubs
and organizations, the URI Campus
Store, Campus Dining, Center for
Student Leadership, and more. Here,

students are able to find a sense of
belonging by meeting friends, getting

involved, and staying connected.




The Quadrangle is
e the focal point of our beautiful
campus, a much-loved gathering
place surrounded by historic academic
buildings. With Wi-Fi access and
plenty of space, students socialize,
study, and enjoy four seasons
of outdoor activities here. Movies,
lobster bakes, farmers markets,
new student Orientation, and
Commencement are some of the

events that take place here.

o The Fascitelli Center for
Advanced Engineering is our
newly constructed engineering complex.
Showcasing ultramodern architectural
design, the building is home to students in
our biomedical, chemical, civil, computer,
electrical, industrial and systems,
mechanical, and ocean engineering
programs. It offers immersive, active-
learning classrooms and conference
rooms, as well as premier labs and an
interdisciplinary loft space for experiential

and computational research.

Lippitt Hall is one of the oldest
e buildings on campus. It houses
the Department of Mathematics and the
University Honors Program which offers
innovative courses, dedicated faculty,
and national scholarship advising. A thriving
intellectual hub for undergraduates,
our Honors Program space includes an
Opportunity Zone with computer labs,
conference room, office, workroom, and
auditorium. The program also presents
our popular fall Honors Colloquium, URI’s

leading public lecture series.

Ballentine Hall houses the
0 College of Business, offering
programs in finance, global business,
innovation and entrepreneurship, textile
merchandising, and more. Practical
internships with such industry leaders as
Merrill Lynch, Marie Claire, and BMW
ensure that students are prepared
to work in a rapidly changing global
marketplace. Students are able to
develop their skills through a real-time

stock exchange room on site.

The Robert L. Carothers
e Library and Learning
Commons is a renovated, expansive
building where students and the greater
community can study, research,
and innovate. It features collaborative
work spaces, a 24-hour study room,
and a Media Resource Center. It's also
home to our Artificial Intelligence (Al) Lab
and Makerspace, providing students with
shared access to a Graphics Processing
Unit (GPU) server, Al workstations,

3D printers, and virtual reality tools.

Avedisian Hall is home to the
@ College of Pharmacy, which
offers competitive, specialized training for
the pharmaceutical and life science
industries. Our students work alongside
nationally and internationally renowned
researchers in high-tech classrooms
and simulation labs using 3D printing,
projection, and animation to learn
real-life applications of their work.
Students also enjoy excellent research
funding and, as of 2022, the most
postdoctoral residency placements in
the Northeast.




The Center for
m Biotechnology and Life
Sciences, a gold-rated example
of energy efficiency and environmental
design, houses teaching and research
facilities for the College of the Environment
and Life Sciences (CELS). Students also
take immersive classes at East Farm,
Peckham Farm, and the Narragansett Bay
Campus to collaborate on sustainable
solutions and help improve the quality of

life for future generations.

The Beaupre Center
@ for Chemical and Forensic
Sciences is a modern facility housing
the Department of Chemistry, featuring
14 teaching labs and 18 research labs.
Here, students prepare for careers in
health sciences, biotechnology, energy,
life sciences, and more. Beaupre also
boasts an award-winning, interdisciplinary
art installation called “GeNeSiS,”
a floor-to-ceiling LED periodic table,
where users can build poems from

element symbols.

White Hall houses the

College of Nursing, where
modern simulation labs and
programmable mannequins offer
students opportunities to build
diagnostic and treatment skills. URI
nursing majors begin their hands-on
clinical rotations as sophomores,
giving them more practical experience
early in their careers. Advanced
students study at the R.I. Nursing
Education Center in Providence,
where the facilities are among the
